What Scholarships are available? Scholarships are available for students attending high schools, two or 4 year colleges/universities.   Scholarships are designated for students who meet specific criteria including:
· Scholarships for students involved in the API  community through school, family, work, or service;

· Scholarships for low-income students, or students in need

· Scholarships for vocational school students 
· Scholarships awarded jointly with Ronald MacDonald House Charities.    
If an insufficient number of qualified candidates apply for the specifically designated categories, the Foundation may expand the number of college/university scholarships granted , may roll the funds over for next year’s scholarships, or do a combination of both in the event of insufficient qualified applicants. 
Applicants must:

· Be a student residing in the Greater Sacramento Area

· Attend a College/University or Vocational School/Community College in the 2012 - 13 academic year

· Complete application, including any required letters of reference that state educational need and recommendation from an academic mentor such as a school counselor, administrator, or teacher familiar with the applicant’s background.

· Meet all appropriate deadlines

How to apply?

· Submit a cover letter.
· Include most recent unofficial transcript (Fall 2011 Semester)

· Student Aid Report  or FAFSA(if applicable)
· Submit an application (download from www.apseafoundation.org).  
· To be considered for a Ronald MacDonald House Charities scholarship, applicants must also submit a RMHC application by January 27, 2012.  (http://www.rmhc.org/scholarships/rmhc-national-scholarship-program for application and instructions).
· Submit a 200-word essay that describes how this scholarship will enable your continued success in education based upon your background as it pertains to family, academic career aspirations, and contributions to enhancing the cultural heritage of the API community.
· Submit the complete application electronically to: scholarship@apseafoundation.org
· All finalists must attend an in-person interview and a short 100 word biography about themselves.
